tonnes of residents’ waste was reused, recycled or composted. 

That’s more than one tenth of the total household waste produced in 

East Sussex and Brighton & Hove.

Recycling Site
where rubbish is a resource

The recycling sites take a wide range of items and they’re really useful for those

things which can’t be recycled or disposed of via collection services or bring banks.

Some household items can be harmful to the environment and

shouldn’t be put out with your rubbish. These can be recycled or

disposed of at your Household Waste Recycling Site and can include

car batteries and engine oil.

The sites are also great for depositing

bulky household items such as fridges

and freezers, soil, rubble and scrap metal.

And there are lots of other things you can bring along,

including textiles, green garden waste, cooking oil and

TVs, as well as more general recyclables such as 

cardboard, paper or glass bottles and jars.

*Please note, residents of Brighton & Hove must use the recycling sites within the city boundary and residents of East Sussex must only use those sites within the county.
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Plastic BottlesFridges and Freezers Metals

Fridges and freezers have oil

removed for reprocessing and

the CFC gases are treated to

render them harmless. The

units are then crushed and

shredded into various metals

and plastics which are sent

for recycling. 

Did you know? Polyurethane

powder from your recycled

fridge or freezer is used as a

binder for dealing with oil spills. 

Food and drink

cans are separated

into aluminium

and steel.

Aluminium cans

are shredded and

then melted down

to produce large

ingots. These are rolled

out and pressed into new cans.

Steel cans are re-processed in

much the same way as

aluminium and can be used to

produce either new steel cans or

other steel products, like white

goods, cycles and even scissors. 

Did you know? If all the

aluminium drink cans sold every

year in the UK were recycled, 

we would need 14 million

fewer dustbins for 

our waste.

Cardboard is taken to mills where

it is pulped and then pressed and

rolled to make cardboard inner

lining as reinforcement for boxes

and packaging.   

Did you know? Paper and

cardboard makes up 32%

(almost one third) of all the

household rubbish that we

throw away. 

Tip Please remove plastic

packaging and 

flatten boxes.

TVs and

Monitors

are firstly

manually

dismantled

to remove

power leads,

housings and

circuit boards.

The remaining screens and

cathode ray tubes are then

automatically broken down into

glass and metals and the tubes

themselves. The recovered

materials are then sent to 

be recycled, sometimes into

new TVs and monitors. 

Did you know? About 90% of

each TV or monitor is recycled,

leaving only 10% for disposal. 

Textiles

Good quality textiles are often

collected for sale by charities or

sent to help overseas aid projects.

Other lower quality materials and

textiles are used as cleaning

cloths and rags. 

Did you know? More than 

1.5 billion gallons of oil are used

every year in the UK to

manufacture clothing. 

Glass Bottles and Jars

Glass bottles and jars are broken

into smaller pieces called cullet

and then separated into clear,

green and brown. The cullet is

then melted, along with other

ingredients, and re-formed into

new glass bottles and jars.

Sometimes glass is also used by

the aggregates industry for road

construction material.  

Did you know? For each tonne

of glass we recycle, 30 gallons

of oil are saved. 

Tip Please do not include Pyrex,

crockery or window glass. 

These do not melt at the 

same temperature as 

bottle glass and 

lead to faulty 

bottles and jars.

Cardboard TVs and Monitors 

what happens to your recycling?

Newspapers and magazines are

all taken to paper mills where

they are pulped and de-inked.

The pulp is then fed into rollers

and pressed to create fresh

paper for newsprint. 

Mixed paper ( junk mail,

envelopes and scrap paper) is

taken either to paper mills or, as

with cardboard, to board mills

where it is pulped and then

pressed and rolled to make

cardboard inner lining 

as reinforcement for boxes 

and packaging.   

Did you know? Each family uses

about six trees worth of paper

every year. 

Newspapers and MagazinesGreen Garden Waste

Green garden waste is

taken to composting

facilities within East

Sussex. Here, the

material is

shredded to

ensure a good mix

and then placed

into long mounds,

known as windrows. 

To speed the composting process

the rows are regularly turned. 

The composted material is finally

screened to sieve out oversized

pieces and then graded. The end

result, after around 16 weeks, is a

high quality soil conditioner.

Did you know? Between April

2005 and March 2006 over

18,000 tonnes of green garden

waste was composted from 

the 14 East Sussex and 

Brighton & Hove recycling sites.

Tip Please remove plastic bags,

flowerpots and any other rubbish.

Plastic bottles are  sorted into

two main types: 

PET (fizzy drinks bottles) 

HDPE (milk and fabric
conditioner bottles)

Once sorted, the plastic is then

granulated into flakes and used

to produce a range of products,

including fleece jackets (PET)

and garden furniture (HDPE). 

Did you know? It takes about

25 recycled soft drinks bottles

to make one fleece jacket.

Tip Please squash bottles and

remove lids.
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
